Sample Sheet to Elicit Action Team Participation

February 24, 2005

Michigan’s Partnership members are working together to help transform adult learning to support implementation of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) and thereby improve student achievement.  Several Action Teams have been formed for this purpose.
Participation sheets were posted on the networking board at a January 2005 Partnership meeting to (a) invite partner representatives who wish to serve on Action Teams; (b) elicit their preferred communication formats; (c) gain their recommendations on resources needed to do the work; and (d) ask which supports the Michigan Department of Education should provide.

As of February 2005, five Action Teams had been formed on: (1) standards for professional learning; (2) effective uses of technology to enhance adult productivity and student learning; (3) high school redesign (4) the Michigan Individualized Education Program (IEP) form and manual developed in response to the IDEIA amendments of 2004 (the Individuals with Disabilities Education Improvement Act).; and (5) family involvement.
A sample participation sheet used to elicit participation in Action Teams is shown on the next page.  This sample is the sign-up sheet for the Technology Team.  A similar instrument was used to gain members for other Michigan Action Teams.  This sample may be useful for Communities of Practice that are forming Practice Groups in other States.
